Infant Equipment Permission Form

All equipment must be introduced at home before we are able to use it.
High Chair:

NYS OCFS Regulations state that highchairs can only be used for children who are able to sit up independently. A safety strap must be fastened around the child at all times. Other than meals or snack time, a child must not be left in a highchair for longer than 15 minutes.

Bouncy Seat:

Our center policy states that an infant may be in the bouncy seat for 15 minutes at a time. An infant will not be allowed to sleep in the seat. Once an infant is able to sit independently the seat will not be used.

Exer Saucer:
Our center policy states that an infant must be four months old and able to sit up independently, and within a height under 30 inches and weigh up to 25 lbs. to use the Exer Saucer. The Exer Saucer is an active learning center that helps develop the motor skills necessary for walking while increasing the infant’s physical activity. Ideal for independent play and interactive fun with caregivers, this learning center encourages your infant’s natural curiosity and keeps him or her entertained and engaged with a fun selection of colorful and playful toys. Infants will only remain in the seat for 15 minutes at a time.

Infant Swing:

Our center policy states that the swing must be fully reclined until the child is at least 4 months old and can hold head up without help. Maximum weight limit is 25 lbs. If the child weighs less than 25 lbs. but is really active and appears to be able to climb out of the swing, we will discontinue using it. Child will be secure with restraining straps when in use. An infant only remain in the swing for 15 minutes at a time. Infants are not allowed to sleep in the swing.

Jumperoo:

Our center policy states that an infant must have complete head control before using the jumperoo. The jumperoo provides a safe place for babies to play and jump. The maximum weight is 25 lbs. Infants are only able to remain in the jumperoo for 15 minutes at a time.

Sit Me Up Seat: 

Our center policy states that the seat can only be used with a child who is able to hold their head up unassisted and who is not able to climb out or walk.  The maximum weight is 25 lbs. Infants can only be in the seat for 15 minutes at a time.
